2011-2012 EXPENSES
Fee’s & Tuition:

Competitive cheerleading, while not as costly as some youth activities, can still be an expensive sport. Entry fees for competitions alone are hundreds of dollars a year per athlete. Before you consider this or any program, please carefully consider the financial commitment involved.

At Northern Elite, we are as up-front with our costs as possible. 
We have an “all-inclusive” monthly price that covers practically ALL of the expenses that an athlete would normally incur throughout the year. This price includes: tuition, entry fees for local and national competitions, choreography/music, and numerous other expenses. This system makes financial planning much easier for our members.  Northern Elite allows you to use either a credit card or a check card (3% service fee applies to all cards) to pay your monthly fee without having to write a check every month. 
As has been the case for the last several years, we anticipate teams going to 3-5 “local” competitions and 1-3 “national” or out of state competitions. If a team falls significantly out of this range, then we may give partial refunds. In the case of this type of refund, money would be credited to an athlete’s account AFTER the conclusion of the last competition. 

Our monthly rates will remain similar to last year. The tuition continues from April ’11 through January ’12 and is due on the 15th of each month. The first tuition payment is due prior to the first practice on April 25th.  Contact us for more information on team pricing.

Apparel: 

Apparel will cost approx. $500+ for a new cheerleader.  Prices will be different depending on teams.  All apparel is sized to the cheerleader and is not returnable.  We also customize our apparel, and some items will be monogrammed with the cheerleader’s name.  Apparel includes but is not limited to: Full competition uniform, cheer socks, cheer shoes, 2 NE T-shirts, 2 pairs of shorts, full warm-up, cheer bag, ribbons, and curlers.  Boy’s: Full competition uniform, cheer shoes, 2 NE T-shirts, 2 pairs of shorts, full warm-up, and cheer bag. There are also many optional items for purchase and parent items as well.

Choreography:

We will be bringing in a choreographer for some of our teams routines as past years.  “Exact” team dates will be distributed by June 1st; however the date range is Sunday, July 30th – Sunday, August 14th.  Choreography is mandatory.  If you are not able to be at choreography you must contact Carin or Dane immediately as this may affect your team placement and/or role on your team.
Competitions:

Most teams typically attend 3-5 local competitions and 1-3 out of state competitions during the year.  Exact competitions and dates will be finalized by July 1, 2011.

Family Discounts

We are offering families with multiple members our family discount on tuition. This applies only to immediate family members.  For families with 2 or more members in the program, each member (excluding the “first” child) will receive a $200 discount from their last month’s payment. **Discounts do not apply to Youth Rec. or Tiny team**

Recruiting Credit

For every new member that you recruit to a Northern Elite Competitive Team, you will receive $100 credit towards your balance.  This credit will be applied based on the following stipulations:

· Athlete recruited cannot be an immediate family member

· Athlete recruited must be a new member to NE-never cheered with NE before

· Athlete recruited must be recruited prior to Nov. 1

· Athlete recruited must have all due balances paid by Dec. 15th 

· Athlete must notify NE that they were recruited by ONE member on their day of tryouts.

If all of the above are met, the NE member will receive their credit towards February & March tuition.  If credits exceed tuition still due, a credit will be applied to athletes account by Jan. 15th.
